NEW ASSESSMENT POLICY

Academic session is divided into 2 Terms. The syllabus for the Academic session 2021-22 will be divided
into 2 terms by following a systematic approach by looking into the interconnectivity of concepts and
topics by the Subject Experts and the Board will conduct examinations at the end of each term on the basis
of the bifurcated syllabus. This is done to increase the probability of having a Board conducted classes X
examinations at the end of the academic session.

The syllabus for the Board examination 2021-22 will be rationalized similar to that of the last academic
session to be notified in July 2021. For academic transactions, however, schools will follow the curriculum
and syllabus released by the Board vide Circular no. F.1001/CBSEAcad/Curriculum/2021 dated 31 March
2021. Schools will also use alternative academic calendar and inputs from the NCERT on transacting the
curriculum.

Efforts will be made to make Internal Assessment/ Practical/ Project work more credible and valid as per
the guidelines and Moderation Policy to be announced by the Board to ensure fair distribution of marks.

Term II Examination/ Year-end Examination:-

At the end of the second term, the Board would organize Term Il or Yearend Examination based

on the rationalized syllabus of Term II only (i.e. approximately 50% of the entire syllabus).
This examination would be held around March-April 2022 at the examination centres fixed by the Board.

The paper will be of 2 hours duration and have questions of different formats (case-based/ situation based,
open ended- short answer/ long answer type).

In case the situation is not conducive for normal descriptive examination a 90-minute MCQ based exam will
be conducted at the end of the Term II also.

Marks of the Term II Examination would contribute to the final overall score.

Assessment / Examination as per different situations

In case the situation of the pandemic improves and students are able to come to schools or centres for
taking the exams. Board would conduct Term I and Term Il examinations at schools/centres and the theory
marks will be distributed equally between the two exams.

In case the situation of the pandemic forces complete closure of schools during November- December 2021,
but Term II exams are held at schools or centres. Term I MCQ based examination would be done by
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students online/offline from home - in this case, the weightage of this exam for the final score would be
reduced, and weightage of Term Il exams will be increased for declaration of final result.

In case the situation of the pandemic forces complete closure of schools during March-April 2022, but Term
[ exams are held at schools or centres. Results would be based on the performance of students on Term I
MCQ based examination and internal assessments. The weightage of marks of Term I examination
conducted by the Board will be increased to provide year end results of candidates.

In case the situation of the pandemic forces complete closure of schools and Board conducted Term I and Il
exams are taken by the candidates from home in the session 2021-22. Results would be computed on the
basis of the Internal.

Assessment/Practical /Project Work and Theory marks of Term-I and Il exams taken by the
candidate from home in Class X subject to the moderation or other measures to ensure validity and
reliability of the assessment.

Ramachandra.

Inland Emigration Act of 1859: Under this act plantation worker were not permitted to leave
the tea gardens without permission.

Alluri Sitaram Raju led the tribal revolt of Guden Hills of Andhra Pradesh

Khilafat agitation - led by Muhammad Ali & Shaukat Ali.

Chauri Chaura incident -Violence -withdrawal of Non-Cooperation movement-1922 Swaraj
Party was founded by C.R. Das and Moti Lal Nehru for return to council Politics. Simon
Commission 1928 and boycott.

Lahore Congress session and demand for Purna Swaraj in 1929.

Dandi march and the beginning of civil Disobedience movement

Salt was something consumed by the rich and the poor alike, and it was one of the most essential
items of food- salt considered a more effective weapon for protest against Britishers.

Government ‘s repressive policy - Gandhi Irwin Pact and failure of round table conference-
Re-launching of movement.

Who participated in the movement?

The rich peasant communities, the poor peasantry, business class, the industrial workers in Nagpur
and a large scale participation of women took active part in the movement.

Limits of the movement-less participation by untouchables - Ambedkar for separate electorate and
Poona pact of 1932, luke warm response by some Muslim PoliticalOrganization

Provisions of Poona pact of 1932 - Signed between Dr.Ambedkar& Gandhiji- It gave depressed
classes reserved seats in central provincial councils but they were to be voted by the general
electorate.

Ans. Satyagraha is the non-violent way of mass agitation against the oppressor. The

notion of Satyagraha underscored the power of truth.

2. How did Gandhi ji apply the method of Satyagraha in India
Ans. Initially, Gandhi ji applied the method of Satyagraha in the Champaran district of Bihar. He aimed to
help the exploited peasants from the clutch of torturous plantation owners.

3. How can battles be fought with Satyagraha ?
Ans. The notion of Satyagraha underscored that if the cause was true, then the physical might was

not indispensable to fight the oppressor.

4. Which was the third early Satyagrahi Movement?
Ans. In 1918, Mahatma Gandhi ji travelled to Ahmedabad to organise Satyagraha Movement

amongst cotton mill workers.

5. What was 'Champaran Movement' ?
Ans. The Champaran Movement was the first Satyagraha Movement that took place in 1916 at

Champaran district in Bihar, India.

Ans. The Kheda Movement was the second Satyagraha Movement that took place in

1917 at Kheda district in Gujarat, India.

7.What did British do to repress the RowlattSatyagrahi ?
Ans. Satyagrahi were compelled to rub their noses on the ground, squat on the streets and do

salaam to all Britishers.

8.Why Kheda farmers protested against Britishers ?
Ans. Being affected by crop shortage and a plague epidemic, the peasants of Kheda could not pay the

revenue.

9. Why people gathered in Jallianwala Bagh on 13th April, 19197
Ans. In order to attend Vaisakhi festival, a crowd of villagers assembled at Jallianwala Bagh in
Amritsar on 13th April, 1919.

10. Why Mahatma Gandhi ji wanted to join Khilafat issue ?
Ans. In order to spawn communal harmony, Mahatma Gandhi ji aimed to join Khilafat issue.

11. Unfold the stages of Non-Cooperation Movement.

Ans. (i) Started with the surrender of titles that government awarded
(ii) Boycott of civil services, army, police, courts, legislative councils, schools and foreign goods.

12. Why many Congress leaders were reluctant to boycott council elections ?

Ans:- The Congress leaders were willing to boycott council elections scheduled for November
1920, as they feared if they joined Non-Cooperation Movement; it might lead to popular violence.

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Ans. There was a prevalence of conscription system or forced recruitment of soldiers in rural areas,
culminating in acute dearth of food, accompanied by influenza epidemic.

Ans. General Dyer aimed to produce a moral effect and to strike terror in the minds of Satyagrabhis.

18. What resolution was passed at Calcutta session of Congress in September 1920?

Ans. At the Calcutta Session of Congress, Gandhiji convinced other leaders to initiate a Non-Cooperation
Movement in support of Khilafat and Swaraj.

19. What decision was made at the Nagpur Session of Congress in 1920?
Ans. At the Nagpur Session of Congress in December 1920, a compromise was reached and the Non-
Cooperation Movement was adopted.

20. How middle classes participated in the Non-Cooperation Movement?
Ans. Thousands of students left government-controlled schools and colleges, headmasters and teachers
resigned, and lawyers gave up their legal practices.

21. What was the impact of Non-Cooperation Movement on imports?
Ans. The import of foreign clothes halved between 1921 and
1922, and its value declined from 102 crore to 57 crore.

22. Why boycott of British institutions posed a problem?
Ans. For the movement to be successful, alternative Indian institutions had to be set up so that they

could be used in place of the British ones. But these were slow to come up and teachers and students
started trickling back to government schools.

23. Why people started buying mill clothes instead of Khadi ?
Ans. Khadi clothes were relatively more expensive than mass-produced mill clothes. Therefore, people
preferred mill clothes over Khadi.

24. What was Inland Emigration Act ?

Ans. Under the Inland Emigration Act of 1859, the plantation workers were not allowed to leave the tea

plantation without permission.
25. Who was Baba Ramchandra ?
Ans. Baba Ramchandra, a Sanyasi, was the leader of the peasant's revoltin Awadh.

26. Why Awadh Movement of Peasants began ?
Ans. The Awadh movement was launched against talukdars and landlords who demanded excessive high

rents from peasants.

27. What were the demands of peasants in Awadh ?
Ans. The peasants of Awadh demanded lessening of revenues, elimination of begar, and social boycott of

oppressive landlords.

28. Who headed the 'Awadh Kisan Sabha'?
Ans. Jawaharlal Nehru and Baba Ramchandra headed the'Awadh Kisan Sabha'.

29. How Awadh movement was materialised ?
Ans. As the movement permeated in 1921, the houses of landlords and merchants were razed to

the ground, bazaars were sacked and grain hoards were captured.

30. Why did the militant guerrilla movement in Andhra Pradesh start?

Ans. In Gudem Hills, the colonial government had blocked large forest areas, preventing people
from entering the forests. This enraged the hill people and they revolted against the British.

31. What do you know about Alluri Sitaram Raju?

Ans. Alluri Sitaram Raju was the pioneer of Andhra Pradesh.

He could make astrological predictions and heal people.

32. Why was the Inland Emigration Act of 1859 troublesome for plantation workers?*

Ans. The Inland Emigration Act of 1859 was troublesome for plantation workers because plantation
workers were not permitted to leave the tea gardens without official permission. In fact
people rarely got such permissions. People were not allowed to go to their homes.

33. Why did Gandhiji decide to withdraw the Non-Cooperation Movement in 19227*Ans.
Gandhiji decided to withdraw the Non-Cooperation Movement in 1922 because in same year, at Chauri-
Chaura(Gorakhpur), a peaceful mob turned violent and clashed with police resulting in death of several
policemen.

1.The idea of Satyagraha emphasized the power of truth and the need to search for truth.
2. Ifthe cause was true, if the struggle was against injustice, then physical force was not necessary to
fight the oppressor.
3. A satyagrahi could win the battle through non-violence.
4. This could be done by appealing to the conscience of the oppressor.

1. British government hurriedly passed an act in respect to Gandhiji's idea of Satyagraha.
2. This act gave the government enormous power to repress political activities.
3. It also allowed detention of political Prisoners without trial for 2 years.

*Protest of Rowlatt Act/RowlattSatyagraha :- Gandhi ji decided to launch a nationwide Satyagraha against

the proposed actin 1919.
He wanted nonviolent civil disobedience against search unjust laws.
Which would start with hartal on 6 April.

*Steps taken in Rowlatt Satyagraha

1. Rallies were organized in various cities.

2. Workers went on strike in railway workshop.

3. Shops closed down.

4. Afraid of this moment, the British administration decided to start repression on Nationalists.

5. Mahatma Gandhi was barred from entering Delhi and Martial Law was imposed.

Most of the local leaders of Amritsar were arrested on 10th April and Martial Law was imposed.
General Dyer took command of law and order.

Jallianwala Bagh is a small bag outside of Amritsar.

On 13th April, villagers were gathered to celebrate Baisakhi and some were present to protest
against RowlattAct.

villagers were au aware of the Martial that had been imposed in Amritsar.

General Dyer entered the area, block the exit points and ordered fire on the crowd.
Hundreds of people were killed and thousands were injured.

Later dyer’s remark was that it was all done to produce terror among Indians.

Seeing violence spread, Mahatma Gandhi called off the movement.

He was the spiritual leader of Muslims all around the world.

It caused the wide spread anger among the Muslims all over the world.

In India also Muslims started protesting against the British by forming Khilafat committee under the
leadership of Muhammad Ali and Shaukat Ali.

In his famous book Hind Swaraj (1909) Mahatma Gandhideclared that British rule was established in
India with thecooperation of Indians, and had survived only because of thiscooperation. If Indians refused
to cooperate, British rule in Indiawould collapse within a year, and swaraj would come. Howcould non-
cooperation become a movement? Gandhiji proposedthat the movement should unfold in stages. It should
begin withthe surrender of titles that the government awarded, and aboycott of civil services, army, police,
courts and legislativecouncils, schools, and foreign goods. Then, in case thegovernment used repression, a
full civil disobedience campaignwould be launched. Through the summer of 1920 MahatmaGandhi and
Shaukat Ali toured extensively, mobilising popularsupport for the movement. Many within the Congress
were,however, concerned about the proposals. They were reluctant toboycott the council elections
scheduled for November 1920, andthey feared that the movement might lead to popular violence. Inthe
months between September and December there was anintense tussle within the Congress. For a while
there seemed nomeeting point between the supporters and the opponents of themovement. Finally, at the
Congress session at Nagpur inDecember 1920, a compromise was worked out and the Non-Cooperation
programme was adopted. The Non-Cooperation-Khilafat Movement began in January 1921. Various
socialgroups participated in this movement, each with its own specificaspiration. All of them responded to
the call of Swaraj, but theterm meant different things to different people. The movementstarted with
middle-class participation in the cities. Thousands ofstudents left government-controlled schools and
colleges,headmasters and teachers resigned, and lawyers gave up theirlegal practices. The council
elections were boycotted in mostprovinces except Madras, where the Justice Party, the party ofthe non-
Brahmans, felt that entering the council was one way ofgaining some power — something that usually
only Brahmanshad access to. The effects of non-cooperation onthe economicfront were more dramatic.
Foreign goods were boycotted, liquorshops picketed, and foreign cloth burnt in huge bonfires. Theimport
of foreign cloth halved between 1921 and 1922, its valuedropping from Rs 102 crore to Rs 57 crore. In
many placesmerchants and traders refused to trade in foreign goods orfinance foreign trade. As the
boycott movement spread, andpeople began discarding imported clothes and wearing onlylndian ones,
production of Indian textile mills and handloomswent up.

Do you agree with Igbal’s idea of communalism? Can you define communalism in a different
way?

Ans. In 1930, Sir Muhammad Igbal, as president of the MuslimLeague, reiterated the importance of
separate electoratesfor the Muslims as an important safeguard for their minoritypolitical interests. His
statement is supposed to haveprovided the intellectual justification for the Pakistandemand that came
up in subsequent years. This is what hesaid:I have no hesitation in declaring that if the principle that
thelndian Muslim is entitled to full and free development on thelines of his own culture and tradition in
his own Indian homelands is recognized as the basis of a permanent communalsettlement, he will be
ready to stake his all for the freedomof India. The principle that each group is entitled for
freedevelopment on its own lines is not inspired by anyfeelingof narrow communalism. A community
which is inspired byfeelings of ill-will towards other communities is low andignoble. I entertain the
highest respect for the customs,laws, religions and social institutions of other communities.Nay, it is my
duty according to the teachings of the Quran,even to defend their places of worship, if need be.
Eventhough I love the communal group which is the source oflife and behavior and which has formed
me what [ am bygiving me its religion, its literature, it's thought, its cultureand thereby its whole past
as a living operative factor in mypresent consciousness. Communalism in its higher aspect,is
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indispensable to the formation of a harmonious whole ina country like India. The units of Indian society
are notterritorial as in European countries. The principle ofEuropean democracy can-not be applied to
India withoutrecognising the fact of communal groups. The Muslimdemand for the separate electorates
are contrary to thespirit of true nationalism, because he understands the word‘nation’ a kind of
universal amalgamation in which nocommunal entity ought to retain its private individuality.Such a
state of things, however, does not exist. India is aland of racial and religious variety. Add to this the
generaleconomicinferiority of the Muslims, their enormous debt,especially in the Punjab, and their
insufficient majorities in

some of the provinces, as at present constituted and youwill begin to see clearly the meaning of our
anxiety to retainseparate electorates.

Ans. No, I do not agree with Igbal’s notion of communalism. Hethought that it was the search for a
community to developalong its own lines. He felt that religion is the basis onwhich thought process is
based. He felt that religion bindspeople in one thread. It gives person a unified culture andliterature. In
his opinion, Hindus and Muslims should live asseparate entities in the country. This line of
thoughtbolstered separatism and subsequently led to the partitionof the country. In the modern period,
communalism spawnsa negative implication. It is projected as conflict betweenpeople of varied
religions and ethnicities, leading toviolence between them. In these days, it starts to influencepolitics
and governmental relation.

MANUFACTURING INDUSTRIES

Notes:

1. Manufacturing is production of goods in large quantities after processing raw materials to
more valuable products.

2. Classification of Industries is done on the basis of their Main Role, Capital Investment,
Ownership, source of Raw Materials and the bulk and weight of raw material and Finished
Goods.

3. Large Scale Industries employ a large number of labourers.
4. Small Scale Industries employ a small number of labourers.
5. Heavy Industries use heavy and bulky raw materials.

6. Light Industries use light raw materials.

7. Manufacturing is considered the backbone of development in general and economic
development in particular.

8. The NMCC (National Manufacturing Competitiveness Council) was set up when it was felt
that, with appropriate policy interventions by the government and renewed efforts by the
industry to improve productivity, manufacturing can achieve its target over the next decade.

9. Industrial locations are influenced by availability of raw materials, labour, capital, power and
market. It is rarely possible to find all these factors available at one place.

10. Agro-based industries: - Industries based on agricultural raw materials. For example, Cotton
Textiles, Jute Textiles, Woollen Textiles, Silk Textiles, Synthetic Textiles, Sugar Industry.

11. Cotton textiles: - It occupies a unique position in Indian economy, contributes 14% of
industrial production. Provides employment to 35 million persons directly. Earlier the Cotton
textile industries were located in Maharashtra and Gujarat. Today, they are spread over 80
towns and cities of India. Scarcity of good-quality Cotton, obsolete machinery, erratic power
supply, low productivity of labour and stiff competition are some of the problems faced by the
Cotton textiles industry.

12. Jute textiles: - There are about 70 Jute mills in India and most of the Jute is produced in West
Bengal Mainly in the Hugli basin produced in Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya
Pradesh, Orissa, Assam and Tripura.

13. Sugar: - There are 460 Sugar mills in the country. 50% of them are found in Uttar Pradesh
and Maharashtra. Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh and Gujarat are also important
producers of Sugar in the country.

14. Mineral-based Industries: - Industries using minerals as their raw materials — Iron and
Steel, Cement, Chemical Industries, Aluminium Smelting, Copper Smelting, Fertiliser Industry,
etc.

Iron and Steel Industry :-
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(i) The Iron works of Kulti, Burnpur started local production in 1870.

(ii) The first modern Steel plant was set up at Jamshedpur in 1907.

(iii) Today there are 10 primary integrated iron and Steel plants and around 200 mini Steel
plants in the country.

(iv) Raw materials used in this industry are Iron Ore, Coal, Limestone and Manganese Ore.

(v) The location of this industry is decided by the availability of raw materials. All the important
Iron and Steel plants are located in the North-Eastern and Southern parts of the Indian
Peninsula.

(vi) Only Visakhapatnam has a coastal location.

(vii) These plants are managed by the Steel Authority of India Ltd. (SAIL)

(viii) India produces about 32.8 million tonne of Steel and ranks ninth among the world crude
Steel producers.

Aluminium Smelting: -

(i) Aluminium is a good conductor of heat and electricity.

(ii) It is used as a substitute of Steel, Copper, Zinc and Lead.

(iii) In the production of one tonne of Aluminium, 6 tonnes of Bauxite and 18,600 kWh of
electricity is required.

(iv) The availability of electricity and Bauxite decides the location of this industry.

(v) The 8 Aluminium plants in the country are located in Orissa, West Bengal, Kerala, Uttar
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu.

(vi) India produces over 600 million tonnes of aluminium per annum.

Chemical Industry:-

(i) Heavy inorganic chemicals include Sulphuric Acid, Nitric Acid, Alkalis, Caustic Soda and Soda
ash. They are widely spread around the country. Sulphuric Acid is used in the manufacture of
Fertilisers, Synthetic Fibres, Plastics, Paints and Dyes. Soda ash is used in the manufacture of
Glass, Paper, Soap and Detergents.

(ii) Heavy organic chemicals include Petrochemicals which are used in the manufacture

of Synthetic Fibres, Synthetic Rubber, Plastics, Dyestuffs, Drugs and Pharmaceuticals. These
chemical plants are located near Oil refineries and Petrochemical plants.

(iii) The chemical industries contribute 14% of the production of entire manufacturing sector.

Fertiliser Industry:-

(i) The first plant was set up at Ranipet in Tamil Nadu.

(ii) With the setting up of a plant at Sindri by the Fertiliser Corporation of India (FCI) in 1951,
the production of fertilisers increased.

(iii) With the onset of the Green Revolution, this industry was set up in Gujarat, Tamil Nadu,
Uttar Pradesh, Punjab and Kerala.

(iv) Other important producers are Andhra Pradesh, Orissa, Rajasthan, Bihar, Maharashtra,
Assam, West Bengal, Goa, Delhi, Madhya Pradesh and Karnataka.

(v) There are 57 fertiliser

units manufacturing Nitrogenous Fertilisers, 29 for Urea and 9 for Ammonium Sulphate as a by-
product, 68 other small units produce single super phosphate.

Cement Industry: -

(i) Cement is used for the construction of buildings, houses, factories, roads and dams.

(ii) The raw materials used are Limestone, Silica, Alumina and Gypsum, Coal and Electric power
are also used.

(iii) The first Cement plant was set up at Chennai in 1904. At present, there are 119 large and
over 300 mini Cement plants in India.

(iv) Indian Cement is in great demand in South and East Asia, Middle East and Africa because of
its superior quality.
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15. Automobiles: - Commercial vehicles like trucks, passenger buses, cars, motor cycles,
scooters, etc., are manufactured in large numbers. India is the second largest producer of three
wheelers. The industries producing bicycles, scooters and bicycles are distributed around Delhi,
Gurgaon, Mumbai, Pune, Chennai, Kolkata, Lucknow, Indore, Hyderabad, Jamshedpur and
Bengaluru.

16. Electronic Industry: - Bengaluru has emerged as the electronic capital of India. Other
major electronicgoods producing centres are Hyderabad, Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai, Kolkata,
Kanpur, Pune, Lucknow andCoimbatore. Many Software Technology Parks have also developed.

How Many Parties Should We Have?

In a democracy, any group of citizens is free to form a political party. More than 750 parties are
registered with the Election Commission of India. However, not all these parties are serious contenders
in the elections. So the question then is: how many major or effective parties are good for democracy?

In some countries, only one party is allowed to control and run the government. These are called one-
party systems. This system is not considered as a good option for democracy.

In some countries, power usually changes between the two main parties. Such a party system is called a
two-party system. Eg: The United States of America and the United Kingdom.

If several parties compete for power, and more than two parties have a reasonable chance of coming to
power either on their own strength or in alliance with others, it is called a multiparty system. Eg:
India.

When several parties in a multi-party system join hands for the purpose of contesting elections and
winning power, it is called an alliance or a front.

National Parties

Every party in the country has to register with the Election Commission. It offers some special facilities
for large and established parties. The Election Commission has laid down detailed criteria of the
proportion of votes and seats that a party must get in order to be a recognised party.

1. A party that secures at least 6% of the total votes in an election to the Legislative Assembly of a
State and wins at least 2 seats is recognised as a State Party.

Challenges to Political Parties

Popular dissatisfaction and criticism have focused on 4 problem areas in the working of political
parties. These are:

1. Lack of internal democracy within parties. Parties do not keep membership registers, do not
hold organisational meetings, and do not conduct internal elections regularly.

2. Most political parties do not practice open and transparent procedures for their functioning, so
there are very few ways for an ordinary worker to rise to the top in a party. In many parties,
members of one family always control the top positions.

3. The third challenge is about the growing role of money and muscle power in parties, especially
during elections. Since parties are focused only on winning elections, they tend to use short cuts
to win elections. In some cases, parties support criminals who can win elections.

4. People do not find parties to be a meaningful choice for their votes. Sometimes people cannot
even elect very different leaders either, because the same set of leaders keep shifting from one
party to another.

How can Parties be reformed?

Have a look at some of the recent efforts and suggestions to reform political parties and its leaders in
India. Some efforts are listed below:

1. The Constitution was amended to prevent elected MLAs and MPs from changing parties.

2. The Supreme Court passed an order to reduce the influence of money and criminals. Now, it is
mandatory for every candidate who contests elections to file an AFFIDAVIT giving details of his
property and criminal cases pending against him.

3. The Election Commission passed an order making it necessary for political parties to hold their
organisational elections and file their income tax returns

Besides these, many suggestions are made to reform political parties. Political parties have not yet
accepted these suggestions.

1. Alaw should be made to regulate the internal affairs of political parties.

2. It should be made mandatory for political parties to give a minimum number of tickets, about
one-third, to women candidates. Similarly, there should be a quota for women in the decision-
making bodies of the party.

3. There should be state funding of elections. The government should give parties money to
support their election expenses.

Political parties can be reformed in two other ways.

1. People can put pressure on political parties. This can be done through petitions, publicity and
agitations.

2. Political parties can improve if people who want change can join political parties. It is difficult
to reform politics if ordinary citizens do not take part in it and simply criticise it from the
outside.

Democratic Alliance (NDA), the United Progressive Alliance (UPA) and the Left Front. This system on
one-hand leads to political instability but at the same time, allows for a variety of interests and opinions
to enjoy political representation.

Each country develops a party system that is suitable for its special circumstances. India has evolved as
a multi-party system because two or three parties cannot absorb its social and geographical diversity.
Thus, such representation strengthens democracy. Multi-party system facilitates representation of
regional and geographical diversities. In India, several regional parties are in power at the State level
such as the DMK in Tamil Nadu, Akali Dal in Punjab the BSP in Uttar Pradesh.

However, when we
compare their record only in poor countries, there is virtually no difference.

(1) Legal ways:

1. Law has important role to play in political reform. However, legal constitutional changes by
themselves cannot overcome challenges to democracy.

Money:

Money acts as an intermediate in the exchange process & it is called medium of exchange. In many of

our day to day transactions, goods are being bought & sold with the use of money.

The reason as to why transactions are made in money is that, a person holding money can easily
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exchange it for any commodity or service that he or she wants.

Double coincidence of wants:
When in the exchange, both parties agree to sell and buy each others commodities it is called double
coincidence of wants. In the barter system double coincidence of wants is an essential feature.

Demand Deposits in Bank:

Deposits in the bank account that can be withdrawn on demand. People need only some currency for
their day to day needs. For instance workers who receive their salaries at the end of each month, have
some extra cash. They deposit it with the banks by opening a bank account in their name. Bank accept
the deposits and also pay an interest rate on the deposits.

Cheque:

Paper instructing the bank to pay a specific amount from a person’s account to the person in whose
name the cheque is drawn.

Reserve Bank of India:

1. It is the central bank of India which controls the monetary policy of the country.

2. Reserve Bank of India supervises the activities of formal sector and keep the track of their activities
but there is no one supervise the functioning of informal sector.

3. Periodically banks have to submit information to the RBI on how much they are lending and to
whom, at what interest rate, etc.

Credit:
The activity of borrowing and lending money between two parties.

Collateral:
1. Collateral is an asset that the borrower owns (such as land, building, vehicle, livestock, deposits with
banks) and uses this as a guarantee to a lender until the loan is repaid.

2. Property such as land titles, deposits with banks, livestock are some common examples of collateral
used for borrowing.

Terms of Credit:
1. Interest rate, collateral and documentation requirement, and the mode of repayment together
comprise what is called the terms of credit.

2. The terms of credit vary substantially from one credit arrangement to another. They may vary
depending on the nature of the lender and the borrower.

Formal sector:
1. Includes banks & cooperatives; RBI supervises the functioning of formal sources of loans.

2. To see that the bank maintains a minimum cash balance and monitors that these banks give loans not
just to profit-making business and traders but also to small cultivators, small scale industries , to small
borrowers etc. periodically banks have to submit information to RBI of their activities.

Informal sector:
1. Includes money lenders, traders, employers, relatives & friends etc.

2. There is no one to supervise their credit activities.




3. They can charge whatever rate of interest.
4. There is no one to stop them from using unfair means to get their money back.

Self Help Groups (SHG):

1. A typical SHG has 15-20 members usually belonging to a neighborhood, who meet and save regularly.
Saving per month varies from 25-100 rupees or more depending upon the ability of the people.

2. Members take small loans from group itself to meet their needs.

85 per cent of the poor households take loans from informal sources whereas only 10 per cent of the
rich households take loans from informal sources. 90 per cent of the rich households take loans from
the formal sources.




(2) In urban areas, poor households suffer at the hands of informal sources. The same is the position in
rural areas. Most of the informal lenders charge a much higher interest on loans.

As aresult of it, larger part of the earnings of the borrowers is used to repay the loan. In some cases, the
amount to be repaid becomes greater than the income of the borrower. This leads to debt-trap. These
reasons make it necessary to expand the formal sources of credit i.e., banks and cooperatives which will
make available cheap and affordable credit to the people.

Question 3.

What are Self-Help Groups ? Describe in brief their functioning including their aim and importance.
Answer:

(1) Atypical Self-Help Group has 15-20 members, usually belonging to one neighborhood who meet and
save regularly.

(2) The functioning of SHGs is as given below :

1. Aim: The aim of Self-Help Group is to organize rural poor, women in particular and collect their
savings and to take loans from the group to meet their needs. The group takes loan from the bank
to create self-employment opportunities for the members.

2. Working of the SHG : Decisions on loans and savings are taken by the group members. All
matters relating to the purpose, amount, interest rate, repayment schedule are decided by the
group members. The group is responsible for the repayment of the loan. Non-repayment of loan
by any member is followed up seriously by other members of the group.

3. Importance:

(a) SHGs have helped borrowers overcome the problem of lack of collateral because the banks are
willing to lend to the poor women organized in SHGs, even though they have no collateral as such.
(b) The borrowers can get timely loans at a reasonable interest rate.

(c) It has helped women in the rural areas to become financially self-reliant.

(d) The meetings of the groups provide a platform to discuss and act on a variety of social issues
such as health, nutrition and domestic violence.

Thus, SHGs are playing a significant role in the improvement of the condition of the poor,
particularly women.

Nationalism spreads when people begin to believe that they are all part of
the same nation when they discover some unity that binds them together.
This sense of collective belonging came partly through the experience of
united struggles. But there were also a variety of cultural processes through
which nationalism captured people’s imagination. History and fiction,
folklore and songs, popular prints and symbols, all played a part in the
making of nationalism. The identity of the nation is most often symbolised
in a figure or image. This helps create an image with which people can
identify the nation. It was in the twentieth century, with the growth of
nationalism, that the identity of India came to be visually associated with
the image of Bharat Mata. The image was first created by Bankim Chandra
Chattopadhyay. In the 1870s he wrote ‘Vande Mataram’ as a hymn to the
motherland. Later it was included in his novel Anandamath and widely sung
during the Swadeshi movement in Bengal. Moved by the Swadeshi
movement, Abanindranath Tagore painted his famous image of Bharat Mata.
In this painting Bharat Mata is portrayed as an ascetic figure; she is calm,
composed, divine and spiritual. Devotion to this mother figure came to be

seen as evidence of one’s nationalism. As the national movement developed,




nationalist leaders became more and more aware of such icons and symbols
in unifying people and inspiring in them a feeling of nationalism. During the
Swadeshi movement in Bengal, a tricolour flag was designed. By 1921,
Gandhi ji had designed the Swaraj flag. It was again a tricolour (red, green
and white) and had a spinning wheel in the centre, representing the

Gandhian ideal of self-help.
